	Reflect on development of skills, knowledge and understanding 

The research of other photographers, lighting styles and equipment enabled me to be more confident in knowledge of how to do something, or how to present, or use it. I can do studio work independently, like setting up the lights, the positioning of props and lighting etc. 
I think studio photography has made me focus more on developing my plan and ideas, and to memorise many visual photographic terms. This is useful since I have less questions, which again enables me to be confident in being independent. 

Analysis of final image using visual language

I have noticed things in my final image for areas of improvement. Compared to my last studio project this portraiture is a downfall in developing my skills, but I have noted it to be a learning submission, as I am not happy with the final result. I would feel better if I had more time to retake the shoot. 

My photo has lens flares from the lights that I positioned facing to the back of my model, which I think is a happy accident because it even created two different colour backgrounds without the use of Gels. However, I have been told it creates a distraction from the main point of the photo, which is the model. So if I were to reshoot for this project I would have to block out the lighting from the corners of the frame in the camera with either my hand or a foam board. 
Strengths and areas for improvement

I personally think the idea of contemporary and historical mixed together, and composition were my strengths, partially because I don’t feel the lighting suited the photograph that I wanted. I had to position the model myself as I had a very specific idea of the positioning, and how it worked with the lighting. I had to share pictures to the model so she had an idea of what I was trying to create. However, I found it difficult to achieve what I wanted, because I believe the model wasn’t naturally comfortable to hold a pose for a shot, which deflected the emotion and posture I was trying to aim for. 
I also think if this were to be reshot, I would use a reflector to add light into the subject’s eyes or entire face just to bring a more obvious area of interest to the viewer. 
Overall, I think this final image turned out to be a lesson for future studio work, rather than a proud outcome.
